HUD Handbook 4350.3, REV-1, Change 3

HUD announced the release of Change 3 to HUD Handbook 4350.3 REV-1 on July 2, 2009 via its Multifamily Housing RHIIP Listserv.  According to the announcement, the bulk of the changes are corrections or clarifications to the current handbook text.  The changes must be implemented by August 1, 2009.

Alternative Language Forms

HUD Handbook 4350.1, Chapter 6

In early June 2009 HUD released updated guidance in HUD Handbook 4350.1, Chapter 6, regarding Management and Occupancy Reviews (MORs).  In particular, significant changes were made to the guidance on MOR Report ratings.  On June 30, 2009 HUD announced that it had delayed implementation of this updated guidance until September 29, 2009.  This delay will allow time for HUD personnel, as well as you, HUD’s industry partners, to review the revised guidance and submit questions for clarification.

EIV Deadline- September 30, 2009

HUD’s Final Rule - Refinement of Income and Rent Determination Requirements in Public and Assisted Housing Programs, updated March 27, 2009, mandates the use of EIV by September 30, 2009. Owners/Agents who do not have access to EIV are urged to act now to gain access to the system.

HUD’s Final Rule

In addition to mandating the use of EIV, the Final Rule revises several HUD program requirements related to an applicants/tenants eligibility and level of assistance effective September 30, 2009, to include:

· Requirement to disclose Social Security Numbers for all household members receiving assistance.
· Requirement to obtain verification of citizenship status for all household members.

· Option to use use actual past income, instead of projected future income, when calculating a household’s annual income, when the family reports little or no income or the family’s income fluctuates.

Systematic Alien Verification for Entitlements (SAVE) System

HUD has again extended the deadline to submit contact information for one person per property to access the SAVE system. The deadline to respond is now July 24, 2009.  To submit your information fill in each column on the attached excel spreadsheet for the person designated to have access, and email your submission to: SAVEaccess@hud.gov.
It is important that all properties submit the requested information to maintain access to HUD’s SAVE system to verify the citizenship status of applicants or tenants who are noncitizens and claim eligible immigration status.  DHS is streamlining the SAVE database, so even if your property already has access to the SAVE system you still need to designate one person to have access and complete the information requested by July 24, 2009 so that this person will receive a new User ID and temporary password.  If you have previously forwarded this information to HUD, disregard this email.  Do not resubmit your information.
