Subject: SHCC ListServ #55- Delay in the Effective Date of HUD's Refinement of Income and Rent Determination Requirements Final Rule

Effective date of Final Rule further delayed until January 31, 2010

On August 28, 2009 HUD announced a delay in the effective date of the Refinement of Income and Rent Determination Requirements Final Rule.  All portions of the Final Rule will be effective January 31, 2010, including the mandatory use of the EIV system.  According to the notice published in the Federal Register, the delay will provide HUD additional time to review the content of the rule, as well as public comments that have been received in response to the rule.  The Federal Register notice announcing this delay can be found at http://edocket.access.gpo.gov/2009/pdf/E9-20879.pdf.

Despite the delay, SHCC encourages property Owner/Agents to proceed with gaining access to and utilizing the EIV system.  The remaining portions of the Final Rule must not be implemented; instead, Owner/Agent’s must continue to follow the guidance outlined in HUD Handbook 4350.3 REV-1, CHG-3 regarding Social Security Number requirements, verification of U.S. citizenship or nationality, and calculating income.
