Important change to HUD-9834 Addendum B, Part A, Sections I, II, and III procedures

 

Addendum B, Part A, Sections I, II, and III are the documents that are forwarded to the property Owner for review and completion prior to the annual Management and Occupancy Review (MOR).  These documents are sent with SHCC’s annual MOR notification letter, and subsequently collected by SHCC’s reviewer the day of the MOR.  This information is used by HUD to monitor compliance with Title VI, Subtitle D of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1992, as well as to collect data for HUD’s Multifamily Inventory of Units for the Elderly and Persons with Disabilities.

 

HUD has issued the following updated guidance on completion of these forms.
·  The information provided in the Addendum B, Part A documents must be current, complete, and accurate, including the Owner’s signature and certification.

·  The documents must be completed in their entirety and may not contain blanks; therefore a response is required for each question/section.  In particular, all columns in Section II must contain a number and may not be left blank.  If the number in any column is zero, the number zero must be entered.

·  Failure to complete the forms in their entirety, including the appropriate Owner signature, may result in a determination of noncompliance with HUD’s fair housing and civil rights nondiscrimination requirements. 

New Addendum B, Part A completion and collection procedures.
· Upon receipt of SHCC’s annual MOR notification letter, the Owner must complete and sign the attached Addendum B, Part A, Sections I, II, and III documents and forward them to the property for pick-up by SHCC the day of the MOR.

·  The day of the MOR, SHCC’s reviewer will collect the Owner-completed Addendum B, Part A, Sections I, II, and III documents and review them for completeness and accuracy.

·  If the Addendum B, Part A, Sections I, II, and III documents are not provided, or are incomplete (blanks, no signature, incorrect signature, etc.), SHCC’s reviewer will provide the Owner/Agent representative with a letter notifying the Owner that he/she has 10 days to forward complete and accurate Addendum B, Part A documents to HUD.  A signature acknowledging receipt of the letter, as well as a copy of the letter, will be retained by SHCC.

· Failing to submit the Addendum B, Part A, Sections I, II, and III documents to the local HUD Office of Multifamily Housing within 10 days, after receiving the 10-day notification letter, may result in a determination of noncompliance with HUD’s fair housing and civil rights nondiscrimination requirements.  

A determination of noncompliance may result in a referral to HUD’s Office of Fair Housing and Equal Housing Opportunity for enforcement action and a flag entered into the Active Partners Performance System.
