NEW- REQUIRED SUPPLEMENT TO THE PROPERTY’S APPLICATION FOR HOUSING
 

On September 15, 2009 HUD issued Notice H 2009-13 (attached), which outlines a new requirement to provide applicants with a supplemental application so that they may provide optional contact information, to comply with Section 644 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1992 (Section 644). 

HUD has developed a standard form (Form HUD-92006, attached) to gather this information from applicants, to ensure properties comply with the requirements of Section 644.  This Form must be included as part of the application package no later than December 14, 2009.

While completion of this form is optional on the part of the applicant, the tenant file must reflect that Form HUD-92006 was provided to the tenant during the application process.  All contact information provided by the applicant must be kept confidential.

SUMMARY OF EIV 9.0
 

On September 14, 2009 HUD released an update to the EIV System (EIV 9.0).  This update includes changes in the Security Awareness Testing, Income Information Reports, Verification Reports and User Access Request. The following is a summary of the changes:

· An electronic Security Awareness Test has been created.  Once a year EIV Coordinators and User must pass the electronic Security Awareness Test, scoring at least a 90%, in order to maintain EIV access.  The results of the test are maintained in the system, and can be viewed/printed for up to a year.  

· The tenant’s Social Security Number (except the last 4 digits) and Date of Birth (except the year) is now masked on all Income Information and Verification Reports. 

· The term “Subsidy Contract” has been changed to “Contract Number.”

· The “Confirmation- 3rd Party Verification” Report/Tab has been removed from the Income Information Reports.

· The Deceased Tenant Report now includes the date the information was received from the Social Security Administration (SSA).

· A new search filter was added to the Multiple Subsidy Report, giving users the ability to search by all Household Members, only adult Household Members, or only Household Members under the age of 18.

 

Although mandatory use of the EIV system has been postponed until January 31, 2010, SHCC strongly encourages property Owners/Agents to proceed with gaining access to and utilizing the EIV system.
