Proposed Amendments to HUD's Refinement of Income and Rent Determination Requirements Final Rule
On October 15, 2009 HUD announced proposed amendments to the Refinement of Income and Rent Determination Requirements Final Rule scheduled to become effective January 31, 2010.  The proposed amendments address issues and concerns raised by the public, and withdraw or defer portions of the Final Rule.  The proposed changes include:
· Deferring/withdrawing changes to the definition of annual income

· Deferring/withdrawing changes to HUD’s noncitizen regulations

· Simplifying the Social Security Number (SSN) disclosure and verification requirements

A copy of the Federal Register announcement outlining the proposed amendments is attached.  There is a 30-day public comment period on the proposed amendments.  HUD welcomes public comments on all of the proposed changes, in particular the SSN disclosure and verification requirements.  Public comments can be submitted by mail or electronically at www.regulations.gov.  
Along with the proposed changes, the Federal Register announcement reaffirms the mandatory use of the EIV system by January 31, 2010.
