SAVE System Update

On March 23, 2010 HUD announced via the RHIIP Listserv that the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) has streamlined the Systematic Alien Verification for Entitlements (SAVE) system.  The SAVE system is an online database that contains immigration status information.  The SAVE system must be utilized by owner/agents (O/As) to verify the validity of citizenship documents provided by applicants or tenants claiming eligible non-citizen status.  This ensures that only eligible noncitizens receive rental assistance.  Beginning May 1, 2010, O/As must have an updated User ID and password to access the SAVE system.  What does this mean?

· If you received a new User ID and password since June 2009 no further action is required on your part. 
· If you do not have access to the SAVE system, or have access and did not receive a new User ID and password since June 2009, you must send the following information via email to Kevin.X.Garner@hud.gov no later than April 15, 2010:
1. Property name

2. Property address (street number and name, city, state, and zip code)

3. First and last name of person applying

4. Phone number

5. Fax number

6. Email address
There is no limitation on the number of O/A representatives that can request a User ID and password.
